Description of show:

10 -12 design groups, each consisting of a designer, artist, painter, and models will choreograph one piece to either a song or a short medley of songs.  The models/dancers perform their piece and then allow the next group to go.  The models will be on stage wearing only a thong and a liquid latex costume.   The whole show consists of about 40-50 minutes of performance, but with transaction time and intermission lasts about 1.5 hours.  The show is in its tenth year and has always sold out.  This year the theme of the show is “You Are What You Wear.”  All submissions should some how related to the theme. Everyone who participates in the show will be patch tested for latex allergies no less than two weeks before the date of the show.  The test involves painting a small patch of latex on the person’s arm, letting it dry, and then peeling it off.

Designers:


This is a competitive process.  We pick the top 10-12 designs that we think will provide the best entertainment to the audience.  Given this you want to try and sell us your design project.  Make sure your design relates to this year’s theme “You Are What You Wear.” Give us the most information possible so we can make an informed decision when picking designs for the show.


Include:
Music selection (5-6 minutes long)




Ideas of what will be occurring on stage; outline your performance piece




Props that you may be using (Liquid Latex does not pay for these)




Number of models, an artistic sketch of each model 




List of latex colors needed (deviantlatex.com) 


If you are interested in coordinating/designing the runway show please contact us for more information before you submit your design. 

Artists:


Work with a designer to fill out model sketches.  The front and back for each model needs to be sketched to scale.   Next to each sketch you will need to fill out how much latex is needed.  ¼ gallon covers one person completely.  Let us know if you will be using glitter.
Painters:


Your job does not begin until April when you actually paint the latex on the model.  However, you will need to find a design team to be a part of before hand, in order for us to get your name in the program and so that a designer know who is part of their team.  Speak to designers early, so you can get set up with a team. Give us your names and email address and we can give your information to designers if they ask for a painter.

Choreographers:


You should try to find a team that needs a dance sequence carried out.   Give us your names and email address and we can give your information to designers if they ask for a choreographer.

Models:


Models are usually chosen by designers early on in the production process.  Make sure to meet up with a design team to show your interest in the show.   Model auditions will be held for any positions that have not been filled by the designers at the end of February or beginning of March. 

Security Guards:

A large group of individuals will be needed to make sure that the models are secure during the painting process and to act as ushers, ticket takers, and door holders during the show.  Please contact Joshua Manning if you are interested in being security.  People who fill these positions will get to watch the show for free from the mezzanine of Levin Ballroom.
