COURSE POLICIES.

EXAMS. Please note that midterm exams are in the evening. If you have a genuine and
irremovable schedule conflict (such as a class, lab, or another exam) with a Math 10b midterm
exam, inform your instructor at least two weeks before the exam.

HOMEWORKS. Homework assignments will be collected once or twice a week. No late
homeworks will be accepted, but your three lowest homework grades will be dropped.
We encourage you to discuss homework problems with your classmates, but you should write
the solutions up on your own. We will usually not have time to discuss homework questions
in class. If you have questions about homework problems, you should go to your instructor’s
office hours or to evening tutoring (see below).

QUIZZES. Short quizzes will be given often. No make-up quizzes will be given. Missed
quizzes count as zeroes. However, the lowest 25% of your quiz grades will be dropped.

CALCULATORS. You should have access to a scientific calculator. You do not need a
graphing calculator. Calculators are NOT allowed during exams or quizzes, nor will
they be used in class.
